ELIGIBLE APPLICANTS:

Grant funds may be awarded to local units of government, non-profit, community or faith-based organizations for the defined purpose areas.  State Agencies are not eligible to apply for these funds.
All applicants must have a DUNS (Data Universal Numbering System) number in the grant application. A DUNS Number is a unique nine-digit sequence recognized as the universal standard for identifying and keeping track of entities receiving federal funds. This number will be utilized throughout the grant period. You should check to see if your agency already has a DUNS Number. INFORMATION ABOUT THE BYRNE JUSTICE ASSISTANCE GRANT:
The Edward Byrne Memorial Justice Assistance Grant (JAG) Program (42 U.S.C. 3751(a)) is the primary provider of federal criminal justice funding to state and local jurisdictions. JAG funds support all components of the criminal justice system from multijurisdictional drug and gang task forces to crime prevention and domestic violence programs, courts, corrections, treatment, and justice information sharing initiatives. JAG funded projects may address crime through the provision of services directly to individuals and/or communities and by improving the effectiveness and efficiency of criminal justice systems, processes, and procedures.
INFORMATION ABOUT THE BYRNE JUSTICE ASSISTANCE GRANT FUNDS
Purpose Areas 
JAG funds may be used for state and local initiatives, technical assistance, training, personnel, equipment, supplies, contractual support, information systems for criminal justice, as well as research and evaluation activities that will improve or enhance: 

Law enforcement programs. 

Prevention and education programs. 

Corrections and community corrections and Re-entry programs. 

Drug treatment and enforcement programs. 

Special consideration will be given to programs that demonstrate promising practices or model programs that will reduce the incidences of violent crime.

AWARD PERIOD:

Grants funds can support programs for 12 month project periods with the possibility of continuation funding for another two years if federal funding levels permit.  Budgets must be reasonable, and reflect the proposed project period.

NO MATCH WILL BE REQUIRED for the Edward Byrne Memorial Justice Assistance Grant Funds. 

UNALLOWABLE ACTIVITIES:

Grant funds under the Byrne Justice Assistance Grant Program may not be used for any unauthorized purposes, including but not limited to the following activities: 

· Lobbying 

· Fundraising 

· Research projects 

· Building renovations
PERFORMANCE MEASURES:
In addition to the quarterly reporting of goals and objectives for the specific subgrant award, all Byrne Justice Assistance Grant Subgrantees will be required to submit a separate PROGRESS REPORT for Performance Measures, as determined by the CJC and Bureau of Justice Assistance. 

PROCESS AND FUNDING:

Criminal Justice Council staff will review all concepts submitted by the due date.   Recommendations will be made, for final approval, to the full Criminal Justice Council

These funds are made available under the U.S. Department of Justice, Bureau of Justice Assistance (BJA).

Applications that meet the above-referenced eligibility requirements will be accessed and scored based on the following criteria:

Statement of the problem – 25 points

Program Description – 25 points


Statement of Goals and measurable objectives – 25 points

Reasonable Budget and number of clients / hours – 25 points
